 Recognize his/her first name. 
 

 Write his/her first name using a capital letter at the beginning only. 
 

 Be able to identify some or all of the letters in his/her name 
 

 Recognize the basic colors. 
(red, orange, yellow, green, blue, purple, white, black, brown) 

 
 Recognize the basic shapes. 

(circle, square, triangle, and rectangle) 
 

 Fasten and unfasten his/her own clothing, such as pants, belts, coats, 
etc. 

 
 Practice counting to 10.
